Provincial Government Campaign Project

Task: To create a platform for your political party and a campaign for your MLA candidate.  Your goal is to have your candidate elected and be the representative for our constituency and in the Alberta Legislature.
To complete the project you will need to do the following:

· Research real-life examples of campaigns and candidates

· Create a name for your candidate (no student is a candidate!)

· Create a campaign literature and information that identifies your political party AND candidate for MLA
· Develop a complete biography for your candidate that highlights your candidate’s qualifications, such as education, experience, personal background, etc. (any other information relevant to your campaign)
· Decide on at least 3 issues that your candidate will campaign on that your group feels are important for your constituency.  Think about three different age groups that your changes will appeal to.
· Create an action plan that will demonstrate how your candidate will meet these needs.  You will need to think about where you will get the money to support your changes, who it will affect, why it is more important than other needs within the constituency, etc. 

· Create a paper advertisement and a campaign commercial/video that highlights all of the above information

To receive a 4 on this project you need to have:

· Created a catchy campaign slogan that is relevant to your political party and candidate and is included in your advertisement and video.

· Created an original advertisement that includes a thorough understanding of relevant information for an MLA and their political party
· Created a platform that shows an in-depth understanding of your political party and at least 3 issues related to your constituency and responsibilities of the provincial government
· Selected at least 3 issues that appeal to a variety of age groups

· Created a commercial/video that is creative, very persuasive and highlights your campaign issues
· Created a commercial/video that is carefully planned and designed, visually appealing and used multiple media techniques
· Been an active and involved member of your team, taking on responsibilities assigned to you and remaining on task
To receive a 3 on this project you need to have:

· Created a campaign slogan that is included in your advertisement and commercial/video
· Created an advertisement that includes a good understanding of relevant information for an MLA and their political party
· Created a platform that shows a good understanding of your political party and at least 3 issues related to your constituency and responsibilities of the provincial government
· Selected 3 issues that appeal to different age groups
· Created a commercial/video that is persuasive and highlights your campaign issues
· Created a commercial/video that is planned and has some visual appeal 
· Been an involved member of your team, taking on responsibilities assigned to you and remaining on task, with minimal teacher involvement
To receive a 2 on this project you need to have:

· A campaign slogan that is included in your advertisement and commercial/video
· Created an advertisement that includes some information for an MLA and their political party
· Created a platform for your political party and may have provided some of the issues related to your constituency and responsibilities of the provincial government
· Created a basic commercial/video that highlights some of your campaign issues
· Taken on some of the responsibilities assigned to you and may have needed some teacher involvement and support
To receive a 1 on this project you need to have:

· A campaign slogan that is incomplete or lacks creativity
· An advertisement that does not include relevant information for an MLA and their political party
· A platform showing limited understanding of your political party, candidate or any issues related to your constituency and responsibilities of the provincial government
· Selected issues that are irrelevant or do not appeal to different age groups
· A commercial/video that is not convincing and does not highlight any relevant issues and/or is not well-planned or executed (ie. lacks visual appeal etc.)

· Shown limited involvement and participation within your group and had difficulties taking on responsibilities assigned to you. This includes needing a lot of teacher involvement to stay on task in your group. 

*For this project you will be receiving one mark as a group for your final project. You will also receive a mark from peer evaluations, where you will be assessing your partners and they will be assessing you. You will be reflecting on your partners’ participation, effort and overall contribution to the group learning.

Here are the phases of this project:
